Competitor Rules

Age Categories: 

Pre-teen: Competitors are 12 years and younger. Pre-teen competitors may dance up one age category classification, to the Junior category. A pre-teen may not dance in the youth or amateur category.

Junior: Competitors who are 13, 14, or 15 years old. Junior competitors may dance up in the Youth category, but may not dance in the amateur category.

Youth: Competitors who are 16, 17, or 18 years of age. Nineteen year old competitors may also dance in this category if they have not yet graduated from high school. Youth competitors may dance up a category, in the amateur category.

Amateur: Competitors who are 19 years of age or older.
College: Competitors must be enrolled in the corresponding college class at a university in Utah.

*A couple’s age classification eligibility is defined by the age of the older partner on the day of the competition.

*No person may compete in an age category or classification that is lower than his or her own.

*No couple may enter an Open and Syllabus event of the same style, even when competing up a level. (e.g. If you are an Open standard competitor, you may not dance syllabus standard)

*All syllabus events, including Newcomer and College events,  are restricted to Bronze, Silver, and gold figures, as the level dictates. Syllabus judges will enforce this rule throughout the competition. Couples dancing out of syllabus will be disqualified.
*Any couple failing to appear 30 minutes before the scheduled time of any event may be disqualified from that event.
*Neither American Fork High School nor Lone Peak High School are responsible for lost or stolen items, nor can they be held liable for injuries sustained by any persons at this event. All in attendance do so at their own risk.

*A couple is defined as one boy and one girl.

Costume Rules
NOTE: The organizers reserve the right to deem a costume unsuitable
*All ladies’ dance shoes are required to have adequate heel covers to protect the dance floor. If you do not have adequate covers you will not be allowed to compete. Please plan accordingly.
	Pre-teen Open Costumes:

May wear the attire specified for Pre-Teen, Junior & Youth Newcomer/Syllabus Couples or the attire specified for Adult Couples with the following exceptions: 1) Hose must be worn, but fishnets are not compulsory 2) No sequins, rhinestones, feathers, glitter, fringe or similar decorations.

Syllabus and Newcomer Costumes

Men: 1) White long sleeve dress shirt (button up or formal) with black tie (bow tie allowed) 2) Black dress pants (high waisted pants allowed) 3) Black shoes (no “cuban” heels for pre-teen boys are allowed) 4) Optional black vest, black sweater, black suspenders or black cummerbund is allowed. 5) No earrings allowed.
Women: 1 ) Solid white top with matching sleeves 2) Solid black, single layer, skirt (knee length or lower), slits not to exceed 3" above knee. One ruffle (of the same fabric as the skirt) up to eight inches will be allowed, but must go around the entire bottom of the skirt. 3) No fishing line, wire, etc.. will be allowed in the hemline, including the ruffle. 4) No pleats, or uneven hemlines allowed on the skirt. 5) No belts sashes, ties, cummerbunds or similar items allowed. 6) Regular cut dance trunks must be worn. 7) No sequins, rhinestones, feathers, glitter, fringe or similar decorations will be allowed anywhere: including on the top, skirt, face or hair. 8) Any dress shoe is allowed ( heel height for pre-teens girls must not exceed one and one half inches). 9) Simple earrings allowed NO dangle

Open Events:

Men: Costumes appropriate to the style. 
1. Latin shirts may be open to a point eight inches down from the Supra Sternal Notch (Jugular Notch) 
2. Sheer fabric may only be worn on the arm. No sleeveless shirts.
3. No earrings allowed. 
Women: Costumes appropriate to the style. 
1. Regular cut dance trunks and fishnet hose must be worn. 
2. Straps over both shoulders of at least one inch in width are required. If multiple straps go over a shoulder at least
one strap must be the required one inch wide from front to back. Halter tops or designs that resemble them are not permitted.
3. Lower backs must be covered from a point five (5) inches above the waist line.
4. Sheer fabric on the bodice may be used from the top of the bustline up, in front, and in the back, from five inches above the waist up,
in this case straps are not required. 
5. Skirts may be broken or slitted from the trunk line down, but must cover the legs to mid-thigh when not in motion. 
6. Skin from the front to a point several inches behind the sides (axilla-line) must be covered. 
7. Cutouts or nude fabrics are not allowed. 
8. Unitards are not allowed
